 I recently ran across this article by Deepak Chopra , in which he 
discusses the definition of our souls, and I though t that I would share 
it with you. 
 

When we are beginning to understand the soul, the o cean provides a won-
derful analogy. Imagine the ocean as nonlocal reali ty, the field of infi-
nite possibilities, the virtual level of existence that synchronizes 
everything. Each of us is like a wave in that ocean . We are created from 
it, and it makes up the very core of who we are. Ju st as a wave takes on 
a specific shape, we, too, take on intricate patter ns of nonlocal real-
ity. This vast, unending ocean of possibility is th e essence of every-
thing in the physical world. The ocean represents t he nonlocal, and the 
wave represents the local. The two are intimately c onnected. 
 

Once we define the soul as deriving from the nonloc al, or virtual realm, 
then our place in the universe becomes remarkably c lear: We are both lo-
cal and nonlocal, an individual pattern emerging fr om nonlocal intelli-
gence, which is also part of everyone and everythin g else. 
 

We can think of the soul, then, as having two parts . The vast, nonlocal 
soul exists at the virtual or spirit level. It is p owerful, pure, and ca-
pable of anything. The personal, local part of the soul exists at the 
quantum level. This is what reaches into our daily lives and holds the 
essence of who we are. 
 

It, too, is powerful, pure, and capable of anything . The same unbounded  
potential of the infinite spirit also resides in ea ch and every one of 
us. Our personal soul, which we think of when we th ink of our “selves,” 
is an outcropping of the eternal soul. 
 

If we could learn to live from the level of the sou l, we would see that 
the best, most luminous part of ourselves is connec ted to all the rhythms 
of the universe. We would truly know ourselves as t he miracle-makers we 
are capable of being. 
 

We would lose fear, and longing, and hatred, and an xiety, and hesitation. 
Living from the level of the soul means diving past  the ego, past the 
limitations of the mind that harness us to events a nd outcomes in the 
physical world .

As part of this I think it might be nice to share the 
wisdom that has been retained and passed on from a variety of ancient disciplines, whether it be Buddhist, Vedic, 
Aboriginal, Native, Mystic, Sufi, or many others. I have found a couple of Vedic texts that convey some very nice 
concepts, and I will bring them with me. I would like to invite you to do the same with any literature that you feel 
similarly about.   
Our gathering will not be primarily an intellectual exercise though. Let us also share the various means we have found 
to put our depth of understanding and wisdom to use in the world, and to also share various ways of furthering our 
experience of the eternal us, and of God/All That Is/Great Spirit etc.   
Again, gathering will begin March 7th, and please feel free to e-mail me if you have any questions about our gathering. 
Oh, and I wouldn't be at all surprised if we did some chanting as part of our times together.   Thanks and hope to see
